For example, if the Commercial Operations Date occurs on 1 January 2024, then the earliest First Option Date would be 1 July 2025.  If LTES Operator considers that the Commercial Operations Date is likely to occur before, but less than 6 months before, a particular 1 July, then LTES Operator may request that SFV agree to the First Option Date occurring on that 1 July (“Requested Date”), provided that: 
such request is made at least 8 months prior to the Requested Date; and
at least 6 months prior to the Requested Date, LTES Operator gives SFV an Exercise Notice of its proposal to exercise its Option to cause an Annuity Product commencing on the Requested Date to become effective. This Exercise Notice must comply with the requirements of clause 12 (“Grant and exercise of an Option”).
Subject to paragraph (d), SFV must act reasonably in determining whether to accept a request under paragraph (b), having regard to the likelihood that the Commercial Operations Date will occur before the Requested Date.

Any agreement between the parties in respect of a Requested Date is without prejudice to SFV’s rights of termination under clause 8.4 (“Failure to meet the COD Sunset Date”) of the PDA.
